BACKGROUND 

On December 27, 2013, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission filed a petition 

with the Commission to construct a natural gas pipeline in the Village of Hamilton, Town of 

Eaton, Town of Madison and Town of Hamilton, Madison County to provide natural gas to 

various users including the Community Memorial Hospital, the Hamilton Central School and 

Colgate University.
