CESIR Cost Drivers
· Cost may vary depending on 
· CESIR Scope:
· CESIR cost variability:
· Using consultant can rates costs vs doing it in-house
· Avangrid has lowest costs and other utilities are looking to what they are doing
· Clustered studies with average costs for the CESIRs in the cluster can lower average costs
· Supplemental
· NGrid cannot clear many of the project through the supplemental screening because the supplemental does not cover many of the project case
· CESIR Cost:
· What’s more beneficial to share to developers, estimate cost or actual cost?
· SI: Can the estimate be closer to the actual costs? May be a discussion for the future.
· JU: There is some flexibility in the CESIR cost but there are some caveats that can cause confusion to developers.
· Estimate in the matrix is based on <1 year of data to capture latest costs.
· Jason: We should pick one (estimated average vs actual average costs) and go with it.
· SI: From developers stand point, estimated costs are important because developers has to expect the higher costs which the estimated costs may be preferred. SI will take which cost to use and come back with an answer on whether estimated or actual cost should be shared by the utilities.
· How should the CESIR cost data be shared?
· Static matrix may not reflect the changes in costs over time
· Individually shared by respective utilities may reflect more real-time changes in costs
· JU: Increase in DER penetration can cause higher complexity which may cause CESIRs costs to increase.
· Next steps:
· SI: Decide on what CESIR cost data (estimated vs actual) they are looking for.

Preliminary Screening Results
· NG: Pre-application report is rarely used. Is this a ask from the SI?
· SI: Not an ask from the SI but was put in the slide to capture all the steps of the process.
· DPS: What lacking from the current process in SI’s opinion?
· SI should identify what specific information they are looking for the preliminary screen.
· The information should apply to the project at hand and not for other projects.
· Utility specific issues should be brought up in the ombudsman call.
· What can be done to lessen the number of preliminary results meetings.  Meetings intentions are to see if there is something that can be done to avoid CESIR, not to ask additional questions for other projects coming down the line.
· Industry needs to decide and come back with specific ask on what is needed to improve on the existing preliminary screening results standardization template.
