Ms. Burman obtained her B.A. degree from Molloy College and her J.D. degree from Fordham University School of Law. Ms. Burman was admitted to the bar in 1992.

Ms. Burman, a transplanted Long Island and New York City resident, resides in Delmar, with her husband, Jonathan, an attorney and spokesman for the New York State Commissioner of Education, and their two boys, Max, 17, and Jack, 10.
