PSC Seeks Public Comment on Central Hudson Electric and Gas Rate Proposal

Albany, NY—February 27, 2006—The New York State Public Service Commission
(Commission) today announced a series of public statement hearings to seek public comment on
Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation's (Central Hudson) request to increase its annual
electric and gas revenues.

According to Central Hudson's July 2005 filing with the Commission, the proposed rate
revisions are designed to produce an overall increase of about $52.8 million (13%) in annual
electric revenues, and about $18.1 million (15%) in annual gas revenues. The company's request
may be approved, modified, or rejected by the Commission. The locations, dates, and times, of
the public statement hearings are:
