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PSC SEEKS COMMENT ON JAMESTOWN BPU ELECTRIC SERVICE REQUEST  

—Input Sought on Petition to Provide Electricity Service in the Town of Ellicott — 

Albany—The New York State Public Service Commission (Commission) announced today that it will 
conduct a public statement hearing to seek public comment on a request by the Jamestown Board of 
Public Utilities (Jamestown BPU) to provide electricity service to a parcel on or adjacent to Howard 
Avenue in the town of Ellicott, Chautauqua County.  

Jamestown BPU’s petition was filed with the Commission on October 14, 2014 and supplemented on 
December 30, 2014.  The petition seeks to modify the Jamestown BPU's service territory such that 
this parcel, which is currently adjacent to but not within the service territory, will become part of the 
Jamestown BPU's service territory.  Currently, there are no customers on the parcel of land.  If the 
petition is granted, Jamestown BPU will be able to supply electricity service to residents who, in the 
future, may locate on this parcel.  Jamestown BPU, a municipal electric company, provides service to 
the customers in the City of Jamestown and to customers in other parts of the Town of Ellicott, 
Chautauqua County.
