State Siting Board Rules on TransGas Petition for Rehearing 


Albany, NY—07/14/08—The New York State Board on Electric Generation Siting and the Environment (Siting Board) today denied TransGas Energy System LLC’s (TransGas) petition for rehearing on the dismissal and denial of its application for a certificate authorizing construction of a generating facility.


TransGas made its Original Proposal for an above-ground, 1,100-megawatt gas-fired cogenerating facility capable of exporting steam in the borough of Brooklyn in a filing on December, 24, 2002, as supplemented.  The company filed its second proposal, the so-called “Underground Proposal,” in an amendment to its application filed November 12, 2004, as supplemented.  TransGas also made a third proposal, the so-called “Electric-Only Proposal,” for an above-ground facility with an underground storage tank, in a letter dated July 6, 2007 and in its August 24, 2007 supplemental brief.


On March 21, 2008 the Siting Board dismissed TransGas’ first and second proposals. The Original Proposal had been abandoned by the company and the Underground Proposal is not viable since TransGas has not obtained the right to use New York City property necessary for the second proposal. 

Concurrently, the Siting Board denied TransGas’ application for the Electric-Only Proposal, or third proposal concluding, among other things, that such a facility would not minimize adverse environmental impacts, considering the state of available technology and the interest of the State respecting aesthetics, parks, and other pertinent considerations, and would not be compatible with public health and safety.
 

On April 18, 2008, TransGas filed a petition for rehearing concerning dismissal of the Electric-Only Proposal. Having carefully considered the arguments presented in the petition for rehearing, the Siting Board today denied the petition for rehearing since the company simply restated arguments previously rejected as invalid under the statutory and regulatory provisions of Article X of the Public Service Law.
